Some of these people can be approached in person.  Most should also receive an informational letter.

What do I say?
· Ask your pastor for an opportunity to give a brief presentation about your summer plans.  Let him know in advance that you need to raise money for your ministry, but don’t use this opportunity to ask for money unless the pastor invites you to do so.  See if he will give you 5-10 minutes in a church service to explain the basic facts about the ministry and how you plan to participate.

· Explain the basic facts about your ministry: number of weeks, basic purpose, specific goals, examples of activities, personal expectations, etc. 

· Emphasize how this ministry experience will prepare you for future Christian service. Let potential donors know that the experience for which you are raising money is very much a part of your education.  Make sure those contacted know that this is not some type of vacation or pleasure trip.

· Don’t ask for money—ask for prayer support.  Let potential donors know the facts.  Trust God to burden their hearts to give.
